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A VANT-PROPOS 

Les Statuts de l' Agence de l'OCDE pour l'energie nucleaire (AEN) se 
presentent sous la forme d'une Decision adoptee a l'origine par le Conseil de 
l'Organisation europeenne de cooperation economique le 20 decembre 1957 et 
approuvee ulterieurement par le Conseil de l'OCDE le 30 septembre 1961. 
L' Agence ne comprenait al ors que des pays Membres europeens et portait le 
nom d' Agence europeenne pour l'energie nucleaire. 

Au fur et a mesure de l'elargissement de I' Agence, les Statuts ont ete 
amendes par des decisions successives du Conseil et le nom de I' Agence a ete 
modifie en consequence. Les Statuts ont enfin fait l'objet de plusieurs mises a
jour par des Decisions du Conseil, respectivement en date du 5 avril 1978, du 
I0decembre l992etdu l3juillet 1995.

FOREWORD 

The Statute of the OECD Nuclear Energy Agency (NEA) takes the form of 

a Decision originally adopted by the Council of the Organisation for European 

Economic Co-operation on 20 December 1957 and subsequently approved by 

the OECD Council on 30 September I 96 I. At that time, the Agency's Members 

included European countries only, and it was called the European Nuclear 

Energy Agency. 

In step with the Agency's growing membership, the Statute was amended 

by successive decisions of the Council, and the name of the Agency was 

changed accordingly. Finally, the Statute was modernised by several decisions 

of the Council, dated respectively 5 April 1978, I O December 1992 and 

13July 1995.

PARTIE I 

Article 1 

a) II est cree, dans le cadre de !'Organisation, une Agence de l'OCDE

pour l'energie nucleaire (appelee ci-dessous l'«Agence»). 

b) L'objet de l'Agence est de promouvoir, en tenant compte de l'interet

public et de la necessite de prevenir la proliferation de dispositifs nucleaires 

explosifs, le developpement de la production et des utilisations de l'energie 
nucleaire, y compris les applications des rayonnements ionisants, a des fins 

pacifiques par Jes pays participants au moyen d'une cooperation entre ces pays 

et d'une harmonisation des mesures prises sur le plan national. 

Article 2

Article 3 

Le Comite de direction est competent pour traiter toute question rentrant 

dans l'objet de l'Agence, aux conditions resultant des dispositions ci-dessous et 
des autres decisions du Conseil applicables. 
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Statute of the OECD Nuclear Energy Agency 

(As amended on 13 July 1995) 

PART I 

Article 1 

(a) There is hereby established within the framework of the Organisation

an OECD Nuclear Energy Agency (hereinafter referred to as the "Agency"). 

(b) Taking due account of the public interest and mindful of the need to

prevent the proliferation of nuclear explosive devices, the purpose of the 

Agency shall be to further the development of the production and uses of 

nuclear energy, including applications of ionizing radiations, for peaceful 

purposes by the participating countries. through co-operation between those 

countries and a harmonization or measures taken at the national level. 

Article 2 

The tasks assigned to the Agency shall be carried out, under the authority 

of the Council, by the Steering Committee for uclear Energy (hereinafter 

referred to as the ".Steering Committee"). by the bodies which the latter has 

established in conformity with the provision-; set forth below to assist it in its 

work or perform tasks of common intcrest to a group of countries, and by the 

Secretariat or the Agency which shall form part of the Secretariat of the 

Organisation. 

Article 3 

The Steering Committee shall be competent to deal with any question 

relevant to the purpose of the Agency under conditions resulting from the 

provisions set forth below and from other applicable decisions of the Council. 
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Article 4

(a) The Agency shall promote technical and economic studies and

undertake consultations on the programme and projects of part1c1pating 

countries relating to the development of research and industry in the field of the 

production and uses of nuclear energy for peaceful purposes, in collaboration 

with other bodies of the Organisa1ion in matters falling within their competence. 

(b) To this end. the programmes and projects shall be examined by the

Steering Committee according to a procedure to be laid down by it. 

Article 5 

(a) The Agency shall, where appropriate, promote the formation of joint

undertakings for the production and uses of nuclear energy for peacefu I 

purposes, endeavouring to secure the participation of the greatest possible 

number of countries. 

(b) If a group or participating countries declares its intention to set up

a joint undertaking, the countries concerned may agree to undertake the 

necessary work for this purpose alllong thcmselves within the Organisation 

at their own cost, whatever the position adopted by other participating 

countries. The Working Parties or Study Groups set up in accordance with 

this paragraph shall keep the Steering Comrniltee informed of their progress 

and report to it on their conclusions. 

(c) When joint undertakings have been eslablished on the initiative or

with the assistance or the Agency. 

(i) The Steering Colllmitlec - or a Restricted Group of the Steering

Committee composed of representatives of the countries which

take part in the undertaking- shall exercise the functions assigned

to it by the agreements concluckd for the establishment of the

undertakings concerned;

(ii) The joint undertakings shall report each year to the Steering Com­

mittee and, where appropriate, to a Restricted Group of the

Steering Committee on the state of their affairs and their

development;

Article 6 

(a) Given the need to prevent the proliferation of nuclear explosive

devices, a security control shall be established with a view to ensuring that the 

operation of joint undertakings and the materials, equipment and services made 

available by the Agency or under its supervision shall be used solely for 

peaceful purposes. 

(b) The security control may be applied, at the request of the parties, to

any bilateral or multilateral agreement, or, at the request of a participating 

country, to any of that country's activities in the field of nuclear energy. 

(c) The organisation of this control and the functions of the Agency relating to

its exercise shall be the subject of a special Convention on security control. 

Article 7 

(a) The Agency shall encourage the development of research into the

production and uses of nuclear energy for peaceful purposes in participating 

countries. 

(b) To this end, it shall, where appropriate, promote the conclusion of

agreements for the joint use of research installations built by participating 

countries and, in accordance with the conditions set forth in Article 5 above, the 

creation of joint research establishments. 

(c) The Agency shall encourage the exchange of scientific and technical

information related to its purposes between participating countries. 
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Article 8 

a) L'Agence devra :

(ii) contribute to the promotion of the safety of nuclear installations

and materials by the responsible national authorities;

(iii) contribute to the promotion of a system for third party liability and

insurance with respect to nuclear damage;

(iv) encourage measur es to ensure the most efficient use of patented

inventions in the field of nuclear energy;

(v) so far as may be consistent with Article I (b) above, contribute to

the elimination of obstacles to international trade or to

development of the nuclear industry:

(vi) contribute to the dissemination of information which may be freely

distributed on the peaceful uses of nuclear energy, in particular on

the safety and regulation of nuclear activities as well as on the

physical pro"tection of nuclear installations and materials.

(b) For the purpose of the above-mentioned objectives, the Steering

Committee shall: 

(i) submit to the participating countries recommendations or common

rules to serve as a basis for harmonizing national laws and

regulations;

(ii) encourage the establishment between part1c1pating countries of

joint services necessary. in particular. for the protection of public

health and the prevention of accidents in the nuclear industry.

(c) The Agency shall undertake its activities referred to in paragraphs (a)

and (b) above, as far as possible in collaboration with the International Atomic 

Energy Agency an the Commission of the European Communities.

(a) The Steering Committee shall designate each year a Chairman and

Vice-Chairmen from among its members. It shall adopt its own Rules of 

Procedure. 

(b) The Steering Committee may give its advice, in particular, in the form

of recommendations, 10 participating countries on any question within its 

competence. 

(c) Whenever it is necessary to take Jecisions which are binding on

Governments and which exceed the powers specially conferred on the Steering 

Committee, the latter shall submit proposals to the Council to this end. 

(d) The Steering Commillee shall report each year to the Council on the

execution of its duties and on the situation and prospects of the nuclear industry 

in participating countries. 

Article 11 

(a) The repoI1s and proposals prepared by the Steering Committee shall, when

appropriate, call allention to the different altitudes adopted by the members. 

(h) The decisions, opinions or recommendations of the Steering Committee

shall be adopted by mutual agreement of those or its members present and voting.

Article 12 

(a) The Steering Comlllittee may establish such Commissions and Working

Parties as it may consider necessary to assist it in the perfonnance of its duties and 

entrust them with the execution of any task relevant to the puqJose of the Agency. 

(b) Restricted bodies may be established to study questions or execute

functions of interest to a group or participating countries. in accordance with the 

conditions set forth in Article 5 above or in a decision of the Council. Special 

expenditure assignable to the work of these bodies, such as the cost of studies or 

the remuneration or experts. shall be chargeable to the countries concerned. 

Article J3 

(a) The Steering Committee shall perform its duties in collaboration with

the competent bodies of the Organisation. 

(b) The Steering Committee shall consult these bodies on questions which

come within their competence. These bodies shall consult the Steering 

Committee on all questions relating to the production and uses or nuclear 

energy for peaceful purposes. 

Article 14 

(o) The Steering Colllmillee and its subsidiary bodies shall be assisted by

the Secretariat of the Agency. 

(b) Expenditures relating to the working or the Agency shall be covered by the

Budget of the Organisation. To this encl. the Steering Committee shall prepare annual 

estimates of expenditure. which shall be suhmitted to the Council for approval.

(b) The Steering Committee shall, in agreement with the Council,

establish relations with international governmental Organisations concerned 

with nuclear energy questions. 

(c) The Steering Committee may esrablish contact with international

non-governmental Organisations concerned, within the framework of decisions 

or arrangements approved by the Council. 

Article 16 

(a) The prov1s1ons of the present Decision do not affect rights and

obligations resulting from treaties previously entered into by Governments 

participating in the present Decision. 

(b) Since the present Decision does not affect the exercise of competences

granted to the European Atomic Energy Community (EURATOM) by the 

Treaty entered into at Rome on 25 March 1957, the Agency shall establish with 

the said Community a close collaboration, details of which shall be determined 

by common agreement. 

Article 17 

(a) Participating countries shall be countries the Governments of which

participate in the present Decision. 

(b) Any Member country or the Organisation, the Government of which

does not participate in the present Decision, may n0tify the Secretary-General of
